This application was discussed at length.  Mr Horseman & Mrs Rogers spoke to advise that they had objected the application directly to ERYC , they had supplied the Parish Council with a copy of their letter.

I was proposed by Cllr Davis the Parish Council recommends that the application should be refused this was seconded by Cllr Green and all were in favour.
The Parish Council feels strongly about this application and requests that, if the planning officer is recommending a different decision, it should be referred to the appropriate committee.

The reasons are as follows:

· The plans attached to the application give no measurements for this very large extension

· It is a very large change to the existing dwelling and compared to the neighbouring properties.

· The visual impact is of concern

· The light impact assessment is weak and does not take in to account all seasons.

· We understand that existing hedges and trees are to be affected but this is fact is at odds in the application
