Road safety & accidents at junction of C18 and “Back ‘o Newton” road

It has come to the attention of the Parish Council that there has been a spate of road traffic accidents (4) in a fortnight recently.  We understand that the Police are aware of some of the incidents.

The Clerk is to contact the Police to ask who is investigating these incidents?  Concerns have been raised with the Parish Council regarding excessive speed of vehicles in this area and that the road markings are poor and also there has been a suggestion that the “give way” is replaced with a “stop”.

We wonder if the Police would be able to liaise with the Highways department of ERYC to make improvements at this junction to prevent further incidents occurring in the future. – Action VLN
