Neighbourhood Plan

Playing field Lease

The Parish Council agreed that the response received from the agents to the Crown Estates is very disappointing.

The Clerk is to respond to Carter Jonas to advise that the Parish Council is taking advice from the Local Councils Association.

The Clerk is to seek advice from ERNLLCA. – Action VLN
It is noted that the playing field land is mentioned in our neighbourhood plan and the ERYC plan and it was discussed that it would be unlikely that ERYC would grant permission to develop playing field land without first imposing a section 106 agreement to provide alternative land for the provision of a playing field.

Maintenance
It was proposed by Cllr Stephenson that the Clerk should instruct an inspection of the play equipment as soon as possible this was seconded by Cllr Green. – Action VLN
Mr Watson offered to supply the materials and build a picnic bench for the playing field.  The Parish Council accepted his very kind offer and he will make the bench straightaway.

d) Road Safety
