Agenda items
i) Village maintenance schedule – damage to the raised kerb outside Mill House opposite the Church was reported as it was a hazard to both pedestrians and traffic.  This has now been repaired.
ii) Risk Assessment for Beacon Green – this is on-going. 
iii) Flooding/Yorkshire Water investigations  - the Clerk read out the following letter from Cllr Rogers.
On 28th March, Easter Bank Holiday Monday. I was contacted early in the morning by several residents whose homes were being flooded and whose toilets were not working. This followed a few hours of heavy overnight rain. The foul sewer along Main Street and the pumping station were, once again, inundated and failing to cope. The problem seemed to be the influx of surface water into the combined system. I contacted Yorkshire Water, as did residents. I visited the people most severely affected and tried to help. I also walked around the village to see for myself the extent of the problem and to look at fields and ditches to the east.

Subsequently, I was sent photographs taken by residents which illustrated the extent of the problem. I wrote a letter to ERYC and Yorkshire Water raising my concerns and circulated it and illustrative photographs to the Parish Councillors and Clerk for comment. I did not recognise that an error had been made in annotating some of the photographs. However, the overall purpose of the photographs was to show the extent of the problem and this was not detracted from by the mistake.

Subsequently, Mr Robb wrote to ERYC pointing out the mistake on two of the photos selected from the thirteen I sent. In his letter he described me as “deliberately malicious”. This is far for the case.                                                   Elizabeth A Rogers.

Cllr West read out from a communication from Steve Charlton, (ERYC LLFA) in which he reports that arrangements will be made for the surface water/highway drainage systems to be cleaned and surveyed when they next have a contractor in the area. The road crossing culvert will also be checked. 
It was generally felt that ERYC had ‘missed the point’ when comments have been made, particularly on the impact of drainage from the proposed development at Herrington Park on the already over-stretched drainage system in the village.
It was accepted that ditches to the east would have, at one time, drained across the fields to the River Derwent, but with the creation of the road, this is no longer the case.

Cllr West suggested that future correspondence be sent to Nigel Leighton as there are claims that the relevant people are not seeing comments that have been made.

This has resulted in planning permission being granted without full consultation with those affected. It was recognised, however, that there are two issues here i) flooding/drainage of the village and ii) flooding/drainage from Herrington Park.
Cllr Strangeway requested that correspondence be sent to him and that he would ensure it was received by the appropriate people. He also asked for a list of questions that the Parish Council do not feel have been answered adequately which he will then pursue. Action YE, GS to precis the situation.
It was reported that Yorkshire Water have finally accepted that there is a problem and have proposed a programme of investigation. This work has begun but progress is slow.

A suggestion had been put forward that the Parish Council writes to each householder requesting that they inform ERYC of and flooding issues they had encountered. It was felt that most people would have already done so but agreed that a note on the village website with instructions as to how to do this may be useful. Proposed Cllr Hardcastle, seconded Cllr Stephenson. All in favour.
iv) Parish Councils’ Liaison Group - unfortunately, none of the Parish Councillors are able to attend this meeting which is to be held 28th April in Pocklington.
v) District Committee Meetings – again, none of the Parish Councillors will be available to attend the meeting April 20th in Howden.
vi) ERYC Public Spaces Protection Orders 2016, The Anti-Social Behaviour, Crime and Policing Act 2014 – deferred to the next meeting.
