018/16a    Neighbourhood Plan

Jessica Hobson of ERYC outlined the formation of the ‘Neighbourhood Plan’. As a result of guidelines from national government, ERYC accepted Sutton upon Derwent’s application to become a designated Neighbourhood Plan area in 2014. This was to enable the village to  develop its’ own plan on how it envisaged the development and maintenance of its’ community.

It was aimed that this would be a straightforward process.

The Parish Council expected to be able to create a simple plan to maintain the village in its’ current state of a small community and a rural environment within the defined development limit. After the 1st draft was submitted the Parish Council felt that it was becoming more and more difficult to progress the plan. Fundamental objectives were being eroded by ERYC Planning and the decisions made, eg. the designation of land earmarked as an Important Landscape Area changed for no apparent reason. Cllr Rogers remarked that National Government and the ERYC Local Plan made it difficult to develop a plan when the criteria kept changing.

There doesn’t seem to be any support for the simple vision to maintain the character of the village and allow it to develop slowly.

Jessica Hobson advised that the Plan should be worded positively. The details need to be more specific for the Neighbourhood Plan to protect the village more than the ERYC Local Plan does.
There is value in having a Neighbourhood Plan, however, as it can be used to protect open and green spaces.
Cllr Green reported from a ‘Lessons Learnt’ event he attended, that other Parish Councils were also struggling to develop a Neighbourhood Plan.
The Parish Council has no confidence in the Planning Dept, its’ committee or process.
The Planning Officer will only take note of the Neighbourhood Plan once it is in its’ final stages, but it does take a long time to get that far.

The Parish Council will consider its’ next steps and how to proceed. Only 10 villages in the Riding have begun the process, Sutton upon Derwent being one of them, but none have been adopted to date. 

All public areas in Sutton upon Derwent are owned by the Crown and leased. Guidance is required on how the Neighbourhood Plan would stand if the Crown withdrew any of the leases.

It was proposed that Cllrs Hardcastle and Hobman progress the Plan to protect the Village Hall, Beacon Green, the tennis courts, the Children’s Playing Field and footpaths and that they liaise with Jessica Hobson.

                        Maintenance – Cllr Rogers thanked Cllrs Smith, Green and Stephenson for their further
efforts in improving the equipment on the Playing Field.

Funding: - a breakdown of expenditure on improvements to date was circulated. There is

approximately £300 of the awarded £2000 left. It was agreed that this will be spent on paint

as there is quite a lot of painting still to be done.

The clerk reported that she had received written confirmation from ERYC that an extension

for the works and subsequent claim had been granted.

Vicky Jude of ERYC will approach Sutton upon Derwent Primary School at the beginning of
the new school term to survey the children as to what type of equipment they would like to

see in the Playing Field. She will then assist the Parish Council in applying for further
funding.If a basket swing is installed, the residents whose properties back onto the Playing
Field will be consulted.

Agenda items
i) Road Safety
Cllr Pearson submitted a complaint about vehicles speeding through the village, particularly on days when motoring events are taking place on Elvington Airfield and in Melbourne.

The stretch between Gravel Pit Farm and Hemscott is of particular concern as there is a blind bend.

The Police are to contacted re these concerns. Action – YE

It was reported that there have been some ‘near misses’ at the traffic lights near Sutton Bridge. The red light for traffic crossing into Elvington seems to take a long time to change resulting in motorists thinking that it is ‘stuck’ and therefore attempting to go through the lights. ERYC Highways are to be asked to contact Siemens, who maintain the lights, to look into this. Action - YE 

The parking of cars on the footpath is becoming an issue. Contractors working at two properties on Main Street are parking on the footpath, making it difficult for pedestrians to pass by or alternatively are parking on the road irresponsibly.
Cllr Strangeway distributed some flyers re parking on footpaths which will be circulated around the village.

The Police Support Officer is to be informed and a daytime presence requested. Action – YE
It has been noted that ERYC Highways have been doing some testing of the road surface in Carlton Road/Wynam Lane. 

ii) Noticeboards
Cllr Green is making enquiries into the making of some bespoke noticeboards for the village.

The clerk reported that the noticeboard at the end of Smallwood’s Lane is rotting at the base of the legs. Action – BG
