Ward Cllr Lane reported that at ERYC an environment and regeneration meeting was held regarding the problems with rivers in the region and flood risk and they have proposed to spend £800,000 on the River Hull which in his opinion is not in a state as serious as the River Derwent.  

The results of the speed data from ERYC was received following the use of golden rivers in 2 locations but ERYC feel that the traffic was not sufficiently in excess of the speed limit to warrant taking any action at the present time.
