142/15a   Neighbourhood Plan

An extra-ordinary meeting was rescheduled and held Monday 1st February to discuss the

Neighbourhood Plan. 
Good progress was made. The Council were able to keep the same focus with a few minor

amendments to the previous plan.
Objectives were linked to the planning policies as follows:

1) Preserve and protect - development within the Parish be limited to sites within the existing ERYC development limit outlined in the local plan and should be in keeping with existing character of the village.
2) Preserve and protect SSSIs – any development should protect the existing green area open spaces, important landscape areas, flora, fauna and views.

3) Aim to maintain the footpath network – any development should not adversely affect the footpath network.

4) Any tourism development to be restricted, owing to its’ negative impact on the existing community, its’ amenities and infrastructure.
5) Preserve and protect amenities – the village will enhance and maintain the community’s amenities and assets.
The plan will now be prepared for submission – Action HD, AH, KH
On completion, the Neighbourhood Plan will be submitted to Jessica Hobson at ERYC for checking and advice, before wider consultation within the parish. - Action HD
Answers to previous questions raised about the changes in the local development maps have not yet been received. Jessica Hobson at ERYC is to be re-approached – Action YE

Extension from Village to Pylon Corner A ditch has been dug with the spoil being piled up

along the roadside. David Sach of ERYC is aware and will arrange the removal of the spoil

once it has dried out.
Surface water gullies on the southern side of Sandhill Lane drain under the road and the

garden of The Old Rectory, emerging into the field beyond. ERY Highways suspect that the
drain is blocked the roots of various trees and propose to do a camera survey of the drain.

Steve Roberts, David Sach and Paul Robinson at ERYC are to be pursued as to the
progress with dealing with the drainage issues at Field House, Grange Farm and Sandhill
Lane - Action YE
The Bottoms A response from ERYC regarding the dissolution of this path in the 1980’s has not yet been received. This is on-going and will be re-visited at the next meeting.
It was reported that Yorkshire Water had been looking at the drainage to the southern end of the village. There are possible flow issues involving foul water running into the surface water drain. A camera survey is being done with a possibility of some dye testing. – Action AH
142/15e    Defibrillators Cllr Green reported that there is currently approximately £800 in the fund. He is also in conversation with John Newlove from the Village Hall Committee who is looking into raising further funding.
Elvington are holding two defibrillator training sessions, 20th and 27th February at 1.00pm to which residents of Sutton upon Derwent are welcome to attend. Posters advertising these are on the village noticeboards. 
Suitable charities and ERYC could be approached for funding.

Sutton upon Derwent Primary School: the headmistress, Angela Eckers, has raised concerns over road safety.
