Review of Parish Paths Partnership



Cllr Rogers introduced Mr Patrick Wharam, Countryside Access Manager, ERYC, formerly
known as the Parish Paths Partnership.
The PPP had a small ground maintenance team and therefore got locals involved in the

maintaining of the pathways. ERYC are looking to set up a new framework in which they use

a small number of sub-contractors to carry out maintenance. 

Grass cutting will now be done by ERYC 3 times a year. The contract will specify the 

height and width of the cuts.

If a higher standard is required, Parish Councils will have to allow for it when setting up their 
precept. Parish Councils can use their own contractors or the ERYC contractor for extra cuts 
and pay them direct.

Parish Councils and ERYC have a legal obligation to maintain paths, with a standard cut of

4 feet.

Hedges will remain the responsibility of the landowners, as will cross-field and field-edge

paths. If landowners plough into the path they must reinstate the pathway. Failure to do so

must be reported to ERYC.
Structural maintenance of signposts, bridges, gates etc will be dealt with by a different

framework contractor.

Monies will be available for the improvement of rights of way. There will also be grants for 

specific projects.

The formation of a trod on Sandhill Lane would not be included. Mr Wharam has suggested

a verge scheme would be better. He will refer it back to ERYC Highways Dept.

The Countryside Access Team will still need to be notified of any problems. Their contact

details will be made available on the village website. ERYC 360 is an on-line service for

reporting and tracking all council services.

018/16a    Neighbourhood Plan

A communication has been received from Jessica Hobson of ERYC offering further guidance on the development of the Neighbourhood Plan. Elvington Parish Council are keen to meet with Sutton upon Derwent Parish Councillors to discuss the formulation of their Plan.

018/16b    Children’s Playing Field



Maintenance – Cllr Smith is in the process of drawing up a list of works already completed. He will identify tasks still to be done and provide costings. Action - ES
Funding: - The grant monies to carry out maintenance of the Children’s Playing Field have 

been received. 

Cllr Smith is in communication with Vicky Jude of ERYC to identify an additional piece of 
equipment and look for further funding. He will continue to pursue this. Action – ES
142/15d    Update on public footpaths: 

 

Off-road footpaths/Sandhill Lane – Dealt with under Item 016/17
Browney Hill to Derwent Farm – The flooding and laying of mud in the gateway along this

stretch of the footpath is being dealt with. The verge will be re-instated and the footpath

repaired.
Cllr Rogers has spoken to the landowner of the adjacent field. The hedgerow has subsequently been cut and some tidying up done.

However, the landowner also has a tenancy on the field adjacent to the bridge and Sutton Farm. They reported that people are wandering off the pathway and causing criminal damage. Parts of the electric fence and posts have been ripped up and thrown into the river.

Cllr Rogers has requested that parishioners are vigilant and report any incidences of vandalism.

031/16 vi)    Bank Mandates 
All paperwork has been submitted to Barclays with a letter expressing the Parish Council’s

disappointment in the service being received. The clerk is awaiting a response. 
089/16   i) Road Safety 
Speeding –Speed Indication Displays(SIDs) have been installed on Main Street near

Browney Hill and Wilderness Lodge. It was reported that the SIDs seem to be working well.
Councillors have been informed that they will be unable to use the data obtained by the SIDs

to inform future decisions on tackling speeding in the village. This is not considered to be

satisfactory. Cllr Stephenson will email details to Cllr Strangeway for him to take up with
ERYC. Action GS, AS
An SID will be erected on Sandhill Lane. This will be carried out by a different department at ERYC as the speed survey indicated that Sandhill Lane qualified for a device free of charge.
089/16 ii) Noticeboards – A 2nd quote for noticeboards has been received but they are

considered to be unsuitable. It was proposed that the Clerk should order 2 no. noticeboards

at a cost of £814 each + VAT. Proposed: Cllr Smith Seconded: Cllr Stephenson.

137/16    i) Herrington Park – it was anticipated that the current application would be an 

agenda item at the next ERYC Planning Committee meeting. This is now not the case.

A flood warning map issued by the Environment Agency has been obtained in which it 

shows areas of highest risk from surface water flooding in the village. These areas include 

Herrington Park and land to the east of it, Dalton House and Wynam Lane to the Pumping
Station. It also shows that surface water drains towards the river.
It was proposed that the map be published on the website and a copy forwarded to

Catherine Dixon and Stephen Hunt at ERYC. The map will also be included in the letter

which is to be sent to members of the Planning Committee.

It was proposed that clarification should be sought from ERNLLCA of the statutory
requirement on the length of time copies of Parish Council minutes should be kept.

Agenda Items
i) Yorkshire Water Drainage Survey – Yorkshire Water have stated that they do not have any evidence of residents in Sutton upon Derwent being affected by flooding. It has been suggested that a questionnaire is circulated to gather evidence of local flooding issues which could then result in an up-grade to the system.  The Parish Council will distribute questionnaires which should then be returned to Councillors, the Clerk, the Village Hall or Ward Cllr Strangeway. Action – All
Cllr Andy Strangeway will be holding a surgery in the village Hall on Saturday 11th March 10.00am – 12.00 noon.
ii) ERNLLCA website – Cllr Green has submitted a photograph of the Church for inclusion on ERNLLCA’s website promoting the East Riding and North Lincolnshire. 
iii) Grass verge from the Church to Sutton Bridge – Cllr Stephenson reported that he has received a complaint about the state of the grass verge along Main Street from the Church to the bridge.
A road sweeper has been in attendance but it has been noted that it didn’t do the stretch from Sandhill Lane to Sutton Bridge despite this being part of Main Street. Gully jetting and verge maintenance of this area is also ignored. The clerk is to contact Dave Sach of ERYC Highways.  This will be kept on the agenda until resolved. Action - YE  
iv) Charity Trustees – the Clerk reported that the list of charity trustees will need updating as some members have since retired from the Parish Council. This will be looked into and carried forward to the next meeting.
v) ERNLLCA Planning Event – an invitation to attend a Planning event has been received. This will provide training and an insight into how the planning process works. Cllr Stephenson will represent the Parish Council.
