     A parishioner expressed his disgust at the state of the roads after the cutting of chestnut trees

     and hedging. Local farmers are failing to clean up after the work.

     It was pointed out that in the November minutes for Melbourne’s Parish Council meeting, it was

     reported that ERYC have acquired quotes and will fund a survey on the flow of traffic through

     Melbourne. It is understood that a weight restriction will then be imposed. 

     Cllr Rogers presented a detailed traffic survey of Sutton Bridge carried out in 2012 when a

     weight restriction of 7.5 tonnes was sought. Pressure was put on ERYC and CYC to extend the

     weight restriction after repairs to the damaged bridge were carried out. The Parish Council were

     informed that there was no chance of a restriction being put on the B1228.
     A complaint has been received about the incessant barking of dogs. The parishioner was 

     advised that this did not come under the jurisdiction of the Parish Council. It was thought that this
     could be constituted as anti-social behaviour and therefore advice on taking the matter further

     should be sought from the Dog Warden. It could then become a matter for the Police.

     The Clerk reported that the response from ERYC on the installation of the salt bin near Sutton

                 Bridge is that the Parish Council would have to pay £330. She has subsequently re-iterated that

                 this would be a re-instalment of the one removed, supposedly temporarily, by ERYC whilst

                 carrying out repairs to the bridge. No further response has been received. The Clerk will forward 

                 all communication on the matter to Cllr Strangeway who will then pursue it with EYRC.

i)  Request for restriction on HGVs travelling through Elvington – parishioners and councillors have met to discuss the campaign by Elvington to reduce HGVs travelling through the village.  There are concerns that traffic will be re-routed onto Sandhill Lane. The issue of speeding through Sutton upon Derwent was also raised.

There are traffic calming measures in Elvington and Melbourne which protect the schoolchildren, however this is not the case in Sutton upon Derwent. Cllr Strangeway will refer this to the Safety Officer. Action - AS
At the ‘drop-in’ session in Elvington on Saturday 17th February it was ascertained that Elvington’s campaign is very much in the early stages and that it would take 12-24 months for the process to go through. Elvington’s ward councillor, Cllr Mercer, agreed that a joint project to include Sutton, Newton upon Derwent and Wilberfoss would be a good way forward as all four communities would be affected. 

A traffic survey carried out in conjunction with Elvington would demonstrate Sutton’s willingness to be a part of the project. It was agreed that an integrated approach is needed.

The Parish Council will continue to actively pursue their liaisons with Elvington, CYC and ERYC to gain support on the restriction of traffic movement through the village.

                  Lower Derwent Valley Supplementary Planning Document – this has been adopted by 
                  ERYC. Cllr Rogers expressed her disappointment that it failed  to re-instate the land to the east 

                  of Main Street as having landscape value particularly as it falls within a protected area ie within
                 1km of the River Derwent. Otherwise, the Parish Council welcomes the document as it will give

                  weight when considering future planning applications. A link to the document will be put on the 

                  website. Action YE
                  York & District Amalgamation of Anglers – this is a response to the complaint sent to them

                  about the condition of the Fishermen’s Car Park and the spread of notifiable weeds. The Parish

                  Council welcome the Y&DAA’s agreement to begin work to tidy up the car park, coppice or trim
                  trees and other vegetation prior to the bird breeding season in March/April. They have also
                  expressed their concerns over possible pollution of the river by the boat users and the untidy
                  condition of the river bank on the other side of Sutton Bridge.

                  It was subsequently pointed out that the river bank is under private ownership and therefore 
                  neither the Parish Council nor national authorities have any jurisdiction.
                  In her response, the Clerk will suggest sources of funding and will pledge the Parish Council’s 

                  support in their applications. A draft of the letter will be circulated to all councillors. Action - YE
                  Rotary Club of York – have requested permission to hold their annual BBQ on Beacon Green on 

                  August 4th 2018. Permission was granted subject to the usual conditions. Action – YE

       A complaint has been received from a parishioner about vehicles parking on Main Street 

       outside St Vincent’s Row. The vehicles are causing an obstruction to vehicles gaining access

       to and egressing from a property on the opposite side of the road. Although Parish Councillors
       are sympathetic to the parishioner, it unfortunately is not a Parish Council matter. It has been
       noted that the road sweeper has been unable to sweep the gutter at that point thus allowing a
       build-up of mud and debris over the gulley which will consequently result in some flooding

       during heavy rainfall. It was proposed that the parishioner be advised to contact the Highways
