Mrs Penny wished to comment in relation the neighbourhood plan, she would do so when we reached this item.

Mr Curtis asked if the neighbourhood plan included the provision of allotments, the Chairman advised that he did not believe that this was something that could be included in the plan but that he would check with our advisors at ERYC.  He reminded the meeting that in the past the Parish Council has made attempts to obtain land for the provision of allotments but was unsuccessful. – Action PK

Mr Curtis wished to air his concerns about litter at the roadsides and he felt that fast food outlets in the area were to blame for the increased amount of litter.  He sees this control of this as part of the local authorities responsibility and cannot see that ERYC are taking any action in this regard.  He would like the Parish Council to arrange a litter pick.
