                        Maintenance – Cllr Smith reported that ¾ of the list of repairs/maintenance has been
completed. The legislation on the required distance of the gaps between the handrails is to 

be checked. Action - ES
Funding: - The form to claim the awarded funding from ERYC has been submitted.


The Clerk informed the meeting that Vicky Jude of ERYC has been in touch with the local 



primary school requesting their involvement in the decision of new equipment for the Playing

Field. She is awaiting a response.
142/15d    Update on public footpaths: 

 

Off-road footpaths – Cllr Smith has not received a response from ERYC to his complaint.
Cllr Rogers read out a letter that had previously been sent to local landowners/occupiers 
informing them of their responsibilities towards public footpaths and rights of way.
It was proposed that as some landowners/occupiers have moved on, it would be prudent to

re-issue the letter. 
Proposed: Cllr Green, Seconded: Cllr Smith. All in favour. 

A register of current landowners/occupiers is to be drawn up. 



A letter has been received informing councillors that the Parish Footpaths Partnership is to
change the way it works and is transferring responsibility to the Highways Authority. The

Parish Council will take up the offer to meet with ERYC to understand the implications of the

changes. Action – YE
The issues of the formation of a trod on Sandhill Lane will be included in this meeting.
Browney Hill to Derwent Farm – The flooding and laying of mud along this stretch of the
footpath is being caused by the run-off of standing water on the highway and the breaking
down of the highways verge by vehicles accessing the field.

The Clerk is to write to Dave Sach of ERYC acknowledging his visit and responding in a timely matter to a dangerous issue. However, the Parish Council do not accept his comment that this is a consequence of being a rural area. 
Proposed Cllr Hardcastle, Seconded: Cllr Stephenson All in favour. Action - YE
A road sweeper was in attendance 2 days after his visit. Whilst a good job was made of

sweeping the edges of the road, the contractor only went along Main Street as far as

Sandhill Lane and not down to the bridge. This point is to be included in the letter.
The Clerk is also to mention the unfortunate incident on the footpath near the church when a 

lady fell and subsequently suffered a broken pelvis. It is not known who the ‘good Samaritan’ 

was who had come to her assistance.

The hedge is growing over the footpath near Browney Hill, which is dangerous as it contains

long briars. Cllr Rogers proposed that she speak to the landowner, Mr James Wake, about it. Seconded: Cllr Stephenson. All in favour.
031/16 vi)    Bank Mandates 
New paperwork has been received from Barclays Bank for completion in order to set up a 

change in signatories and point of contact. As this has been an on-going problem, a strongly
worded letter is to be included stating the ‘dire’ service received from the bank and pointing 
out that any fault lies with staff training. Action - YE
078/16  i)  Report from Public Meeting re flooding and drainage


Daffyd Williams of Yorkshire Water has moved on since his meeting last month with 

Cllrs Rogers, Stephenson and Strangeway. The promised pro-forma questionnaire for the
Parish Council to use with residents to record any drainage issues has not been received.
Cllr Strangeway will pursue this with Mr Williams replacement. Action - AS
A programme of maintenance appears to have been started as Yorkshire Water has recently been carrying out cctv inspections of the drains. 
089/16   i) Road Safety 
Speeding – The Parish Council is on a waiting list for Speed Indication Displays(SIDs)to be

installed.

Cllr Smith suggested that the devices should be near Browney Hill and The Beeches on

Main Street and on the entrance to the village on Sandhill Lane. All in favour.
089/16  ii) Noticeboards – Cllr Green reported that the Village Hall Committee are looking

into the purchase of noticeboards. £1733.15 for 2 single wall noticeboards has been quoted. 
Boards not requiring maintenance are preferred. Cllr Green will liaise with Cllr Smith to 

obtain a 2nd quote. Action – BG, ES.

135/16   i) Insurance Policy – The Clerk reported that the new picnic bench on the 

Children’s Playing Field had been added to the policy. However, there will be an increase in

the premium next year of approximated £4.50.
137/16    i) Herrington Park – this issue was discussed in great detail. The following actions 

/points were agreed upon:
1) It is to be determined if the Parish Council will be routinely informed of the application

going to Planning Committee and when will it be on the agenda. Action – YE
2) It was noticed that the Planning Officer has posted a response to a specific objector on the ERYC Planning website prior to the individual receiving a hard copy. The objector
was unaware of this until it was pointed out by Cllr Rogers. It is also not right that only 1 of 18 objectors has been written to. A letter of observation of these incorrect procedures is to be sent to Steve Cook.
Proposed: Cllr Rogers, Seconded: Cllr Stephenson. All in favour. Action – YE

3) The Highways Safety Report is solely looking at the aspect of vehicles entering and exiting the Park. It does not consider the hazard to vehicles travelling on the highway. The southern approach has a sign indicating a ‘blind’ bend. Not only is the Planning Dept not acknowledging the point the Parish Council and objectors are making but are basing their comments on out of date (2007) data for traffic flows and speeds.

4) It is noted that an application for 6 mobile log cabins was refused in 2003. There are currently 8 cabins on the site with 3 additional areas of land with planning permission for up to 19 cabins.
ERYC have adopted a local development plan in which Sutton upon Derwent has a clearly defined development line. It was proposed that a letter be sent to the members of the Planning Committee. Cllr Rogers will draft a summary comment.

Action – BG, YE
ii) Laptop virus protection etc – The initial software contract with Microsoft has come to an end. It was agreed that it would be easier to renew the contract than go to another provider.
