             Agenda Item 006/24 i) was brought forward 
             Tuesday 2nd January – water began running off the fields at the top of Wynam Lane. It was noted that the
             water was not going down the gullies and was backing up. It was also noted that all the gullies between

             Wynam Lane and the Pumping Station were full. Water built up flooding the road between Wynam Lane 

             and Jervis Court. Water also flowed into the back garden of The Cottage and then into the garden of

             Clover Cottage. The toilet in The Cottage also backed up. Residents began sweeping the water from the

             back of Clover Cottage towards the road. Efforts were made to pump the water into the road but it wasn’t 

             deep enough for the pump to be effective. It was found that by sweeping water into the road, it just 
             pushed water into the garden of The Cottage.
             Sand bags and salt bags were obtained to form a barrier at the front and back doors of both cottages.  

             ERYC had been notified earlier in the day about the water on Wynam Lane. Attempts were made to call 

             ERYC and Yorkshire Water out. The ‘Emergency ‘ Number for ERYC did not answer. Ward Cllr Cousins

             was able to arrange for Steve Roberts(ERYC) to contact the Clerk. She was informed that ERYC does

             not issue sandbags to private properties.

             On contacting the Fire Department, the message was that their pumps would be too big and that there 

             wasn’t anywhere to pump the water to.

             The Police closed the road but motorists were still coming through. The bow wave of those going too fast 

             pushed water up the drive of Bookends and Windrush.

             The residents of The Cottage and Clover Cottage reported 2”-3” of water in their homes and 

             subsequently evacuated the properties.

             Wednesday 3rd January – water was beginning to subside slowly. ERYC arrived, taking photographs, 
             they then lifted gulley grates at Wynam Lane and Windrush. Cllr Mowbray removed debris from the gulley 

             opposite the Pumping Station. The water level began to drop significantly. Yorkshire Water arrived at 

             13.05pm. ERYC brought a pump in, but didn’t do any pumping. They then jetted the gullies once the

             water had cleared. Yorkshire Water returned at 22.07pm to pump out the deep chamber in the road

             opposite the Pumping Station.
             An attending parishioner informed the meeting 70 acres of land drain into the dyke on Wynam Lane. He

             suggested that a dry well be installed which would capture a lot of the run-off and therefore slow down

             any excess water from running down Wynam Lane and overwhelming the gulleys. 

             Actions: 
1. Identify and review the maintenance programme for each of ERYC, Yorkshire Water, and the riparian owner for relevant gulleys, drains and pipes, including whether the programme was adhered to and whether it is sufficient given events. This includes review with the Crown (Carter Jonas as agent). 

2. Determine ownership of the ditch behind Herdborough House

3. Request a survey by ERYC and Yorkshire Water for their respective infrastructure in the area to understand the condition of these assets and their ability to manage flood water

4. Send a Freedom of Information request to ERYC and Yorkshire Water to understand the following:

a. What inspection / maintenance have they conducted in the affected area in the last 6 months?

b. What action by their records occurred between 28 December 2023 and 5 January 2024, with a request for the reports by their teams?

5. Request an on-site meeting with ERYC and YW

6. Request fast-track phone numbers for ERYC and YW
7. Reach out to Stamford Bridge, Naburn and Wilberfoss Councils – what procedures do they have in  place to deal with flooding? What assets have they acquired to support local flood relief that they would recommend? 
8. Consider the installation of a dry well.
