                 018/16c     Children’s Playing Field Funding: -  Vicky Jude reported that the Children’s Playing

                 Field is already well equipped and meets a lot of the requirements of a Play Area. There is
                 however, one area of the field where further equipment ie kit could be placed. She advised that a
                 survey be carried out, based on type of play, to identify a suitable piece of equipment that could
                 be installed. She could then offer support to the Parish Council in identifying sources of funding.

     Although WREN funding has been received before for works on the Village Hall, it may still be

                 possible to apply for further monies. This will be looked into. It would also be advisable to make
                 several bids for funding. ERYC does currently have a small pot of money for which the Parish
                 Council apply. Action – All, VJ

     Ms Jude suggested the following course of action:

· The school will be consulted with in the Autumn about a suitable piece of kit.

· 3 quotes will be obtained.

· Maintenance of the kit should be added to the bid.

· Councillors write a draft bid which she will then look at and advise on. 

· She will provide details of where to look for funding and tips on writing a bid.

     018/16b    Children’s Playing Field Maintenance –  the equipment is in good condition.

     The plastic ties on the top frame of the children’s swings have been broken, possibly by vandals

     or by becoming rigid through the strong sunlight. The ties have been having the desired effect in 

     deterring birds from fouling the swing seats. Cllr Smith reported that the issue of vermin

                 has now been resolved. 
     018/16a   Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr Hobman has almost finished drafting the

     Neighbourhood Plan. This is on-going. Action - KH

     Off-road footpaths – It was reported that the footpath from Gravel Pit to the Leatherdog has

                 been cut. The Clerk reported that Lesley Whitehead of ERYC will look at the footpath from 

                 Wynam Lane to Pylon Corner to suggest a suitable cut, considering its’ camber. She will be 

     asked to also look at the other widely used footpaths. The Clerk will enquire if a date has yet

                 been arranged for the visit so that Councillors may also attend. Action - YE
                 Sandhill Lane – There has been no response from ERYC to the Parish Council’s letter about

     the hazardous situation on Sandhill Lane whereby pedestrians are being forced to walk on the

     road. It was suggested that Mr John Gill, who farms the nearby field, be asked to run his tractor

     over the verge to help level the surface. Action – ES
     The Village Taskforce Walkabout identified the need for repairs to the highways footpaths. 

     Tarmac repairs have been carried by ERYC but they are of an inadequate quality and have been 
     a waste of resources. This will be reported to ERYC Highways Team. Action - AS

                 Speeding – The installation of SIDs on Sandhill Lane due to be carried out end of June/early
                 July has not yet happened. The Clerk will pursue the matter. Action - YE

Individuals will

                  be approached for this evidence though anyone who has any useful photographs should contact 

                  the Clerk who will make arrangements for them to be copied. A poster requesting photographs 

                  will be posted on the noticeboards.

      051/17 i) Plant a Tree Charter Legacy Tree – Further information about the scheme has been
      received. The Woodland Trust, who are running the Plant a Tree Charter have pledged to plant 
      a tree for every signature received in support of their principles. Forms for signing, plus copies of
      the Leaf newspaper are available on the table in the foyer of the Village Hall. As people under
      the age of 18 are not permitted to sign by law, the Trust has developed a scheme whereby 
      children can use a Bare Tree Illustration, putting leaves on it by any craft method they choose, 
      painting, colouring, felt etc. Each leaf is then deemed to be a signature and will contribute to the 
      number of trees planted. The Clerk has provided the Primary School with a Bare Tree Illustration 
      so that the children can take part in the scheme.
