                   a) Beacon Green – several communications have been received about the presence of dogs 

                   on Beacon Green during the Village Fete which was held on Sunday 7th July.

                   Cllr Hardcastle read out the history of Beacon Green and the exclusion of dogs.

                   1995    Lease with Crown Estate signed. Construction of the land was banned and a No
                               Nuisance order was included.

                   1997    Request made under the Dog Fouling of Land Act.

                   2002    Deemed a village green for the enjoyment of all.

                   2005    ‘No Dogs’ signs purchased and erected.

                   2007    Clean Environment Act replaced Dog Control Orders.

                   2009    Only the School was included. 

                   2015    Parish Council drafted and adopted new Terms of Use.
                   2019    Application for no dogs made under new Protection of Public Spaces Order made.

                               Beacon Green not included as understood that a ban was already in place.

                    A lengthy discussion ensued covering aspects such as an historic approach, research results

                    of dog fouling, allowing dogs at specific events, the monitoring of a relaxed approach, the need 

                    for a clear cut decision.

                    Councillors were asked to vote of either a relaxed approach or a complete no dogs ban.

                    The Clerk will draft a communique for the website and noticeboards. Cllr Hardcastle will

                    The situation will be reviewed in a year’s time. Appropriate signage will be sourced.
                    It should be noted that this ban does not apply to guide dogs.
