018/16a    Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Rogers reported on a meeting in Goole which she attended with Cllr Pearson. It was apparent that the preparation of a Neighbourhood Plan is not straight forward.
A meeting will be held on 19th July in Pocklington to discuss the processes and experiences of preparing a Neighbourhood Plan. Councillors are to confirm if they are able to attend. Action - All
Jessica Hobson has responded to the request for clarification of her previous response. The clerk is to check the email path on this subject and refer back to Ms Hobson who will be asked to respond to the last draught plan which has been submitted. Action - YE

                        Maintenance – Cllr Rogers thanked Cllrs Smith, Green and Stephenson for their hard work 



in cleaning, repairing and painting the equipment on the Children’s Playing Field.


All major safety issues in the Inspection Report have been addressed.

Cllr Stephenson confirmed that the grant monies from ERYC can be used towards the maintenance of the Playing Field and that the claim period could be extended to the end of the year.
Materials used to date plus the cost of replacement swing seats will exceed the £2k grant monies which have been awarded. It was proposed that any additional expenditure will be met by the Parish Council’s Children’s Playing Field account and that purchases could be made without a prior Parish Council. Proposed Cllr Stephenson, seconded Cllr Smith. All in favour.

A quote has been received from PlayScheme for the supply of a springboard and replacement swing seats. A draft grant submission document has also been received. It was decided that further advice be sought before proceeding.
Cllr West advised the Parish Council that there was probably more funding which could be applied for. The clerk is to contact the Grants Dept at ERYC to make enquiries. Action - YE
It was suggested that a rolling programme of maintenance for the Children’s Playing Field be set up with the help of villagers. This will be advertised with an entry in the Parish Newsletter, on the website and with a poster. Those that are interested will be asked to contact the clerk. Action - YE

Extension from Village to Pylon Corner - Cllr Stephenson has tried to make contact with
David Sach of ERYC, to no avail. The spoil which was been piled up along the roadside has
not yet been removed and the relocation of the village signage has not taken place. He will
draught a letter to David Sach and Paul Robinson for the clerk to send. Action GS, YE
Criminal damage – there has been some damage to the bridge on Deep Furrow Lane in Sutton Wood which resulted in the sleepers being lifted and put into the dyke. The Police have been informed.
Cllr Rogers thanked Cllr Smith for his efforts in repairing the bridge and he will take further measures to secure the sleepers in place.

In general the footpath has become too narrow. Smallwoods are to be asked to cut an extra width. Action  - YE

The defibrillator is now ready to use although it has not yet been registered on the Yorkshire ambulance website. Action – BG

To conduct any other business by consent of the Chairman
i) Cllr Rogers reported on planning guidance from the government which is designed to speed up the process. It includes change of use to farm buildings, permission in principle (land identified for housing and commercial use) and permitted extensions. There is a ‘Prior Notification Process’ which Sutton upon Derwent could opt into. This would allow the Parish Council to be notified prior to the decision notification being issued. The clerk is to make further enquiries about this. Action – YE
ii) Fracking licences have been granted for exploration and drilling in a wide area including Sutton upon Derwent.
iii) A request has been received from the Tennis Club to create a short length of drain along the edge of Beacon Green as there are problems with the draining of the hard courts. If this proves to be unsuccessful, the Tennis Club will reinstate the area of the Green which was affected.
iv) A request has been made for tree surgeons to access from Beacon Green, a dead tree which is on a property in St Michael’s Court. This has been done and the tree in question is now safe.
v) Comments on the planning application for Cherry Tree Farm, Sandhill Lane, have been made but no decision has been made at this time. However, it is noted that development is well under way, though it is thought that these works relate to a previous successful application.
