Willow Garth, Old Mill, The White House update on visit from enforcement officer
Des Simmonds the principal enforcement officer of ERYC attended during March and met with the Chairman, he then inspected each site and took photographs.  He also inspected the boat moorings.   He has responded to the Parish Council to advise that there is no action that ERYC can take at the present time in relation to the poor state of any of these sites.  ERYC can only take action if a planning law has been breached or there is a health and safety risk or a flood risk.

Village maintenance schedule

This was noted. 
It was noted that Hagg Bridge on the B1228 is in very poor repair, the road surface of the bridge is very poor and the railings are damaged again on the eastern side.  Concerns were also raised about the visibility of oncoming traffic due to trees growing on the eastern side of the road (this bridge is single track).
Secondly, It was noted that there are some very severe pot holes on High Lane between Robin Hill and Newton Upon Derwent.

Also, the road surface on the B1228 at Gravel Pit Farm corner needs attention.  A cyclist was recently injured and his bicycle damaged because his wheel got stuck in a runt on the road surface.
There are a number of pot holes on the entrance to Carlton Road from Wynam Lane.

The white line in the centre of the road needs to be reinstated on the B1228 at its junction with Sandhill Lane, this section was resurfaced and the white line never repainted.
The Clerk is to report these highway repairs to ERYC. – Action VLN
