Signposts Cllr Rogers thanked Cllrs Green and Stephenson for re-erecting the signpost

outside Gravel Pit Farm. The signpost at the entrance to Sutton Wood is in a poor condition

Extension from Village to Pylon Corner The spoil which was been piled up along the
roadside has not yet been removed. David Sach of ERYC is to be approached as to when
it will be done as pedestrians are having to walk in the road. Action YE
Once the spoil is removed the land could be levelled out and would make a suitable trod.
David Sach will be asked to speak to Cllr Stephenson.

The Bottoms This is ongoing.
The hedge from Browney Hill to Derwent Farm has been cut but the debris was left on the footpath, making it difficult for pedestrians and dogs to use the footpath because of the presence of thorns. Cllr Rogers has subsequently spoken the farmer, Mr James Wake, with the result that the footpath has been swept.  
The following correspondence has been received from Yorkshire Water with regards to the drainage issues in the village, although they have not given an indication of timescales.
‘Following our recent visit to you on Friday 26.2.2016 and as per your email request here is an outline of our next steps in investigating your concerns into our sewer capacity in Sutton on Derwent. 

We aim to carry out the following works and investigations and will send a report on completion: 

.
Our investigations will include CCTV surveys of the main sewer line running throughout the village and will also include testing of the pumping station and its outfall. 

.
We will complete a complex investigation of the sewer network within the village, looking for defects, damage and or any cleaning works we need to undertake. 

.
We will be looking for any interaction of culverted water courses with our system and how that affects the systems performance.

.
We will investigate to see if any Highways Gullies interact with our systems.

.
We will check with colleagues in our Trade Waste Department to

ensure the correct procedures and permissions are in place for any hot tubs/pools or similar within the village that may interact with our system. 

.
On completion of our investigations we will ask our colleagues in

our Flood Strategy Team to engage with the Highways Department regarding the condition of their Highways Drains. Also the Local Authorities regarding the local Land Drainage with a view to ensuring that all riparian owned land drains and water courses are fit for purpose and maintained as they should be. 

The aim of our investigations is to ensure that our systems are working to the best of their capacity and if we do find any issues, rectifying those as soon as possible.
