PCSO Gareth Ludlow reported that the Police had received very few calls for service around mischief night and bonfire night and that generally it was quiet in the villages at present and that they were not experiencing the problems with youth in these areas as they had in the past.  He reminded everyone that it is always a good idea to secure properties especially on darker nights.

The Parish Council asked PCSO Ludlow how the reorganisation of the force would affect the neighbourhood team.  He reported that they would continue to work from Pocklington Police Station for the time being and that he was not aware that the Pocklington station would be closing although in future the sergeant for this area would be based at Goole.

He advised that PC Simon Carlisle who is based at Driffield would be able to assist the Parish Council in relation to the speeding problems in the village.  The Chairman is to contact PC Carlisle – Action PK
