Off-road footpaths – The footpaths are in a bad state, particularly from Gravel Pit to

Leatherdog, which has been made worse by farmers. Cllr Smith volunteered to send a letter 

of complaint to ERYC on behalf of the Parish Council. Action - ES 

Browney Hill to Derwent Farm – the kerb has been worn down by the landowner to enter

the field through a new gateway to carry out dredging. This has resulted in water

running from the road across the path which was already deep before the recent heavy

rain. It was proposed that Highways be contacted. Action - YE

As the old village drain predates more recent drains, Steve Charlton, from ERYC Flood Risk 



and Management Team, has suggested that they are riparian owned. Where the drain is

under the road, the Parish Council suggest that ownership therefore belongs to ERYC.

Agenda Items
i) Insurance Policy – The renewal documents have been received. The policy covers the 6 play items on the Playing Field plus benches.  The inclusion of the bench on Beacon Green needs to be checked. Action – YE
ii) ERYC Overview and Scrutiny Committee – The Parish Council will propose that the Committee looks at highways and drainage in relation to flooding. This seems to be common across East Yorkshire. 
Proposed: Cllr Rogers Seconded: Cllr Green. All in favour
iii) ERYC Landscape Character Assessment update – Consultation – It was agreed that the following comments should be submitted to ERYC:
1) Changes to the landscape include the construction of wind turbines to the east of the village. The Parish Council are concerned that ERYC re-designated land to the east of Main Street, removing its clarification from that of landscape of significant value. We would wish this traditional agricultural land, trees and hedgerow be protected and preserved. 
2) We use the LCA document to inform our Neighbourhood Plan and in our consideration of Planning Applications.

3) We have no problems with the use of the LCA document.

4) We strongly urge that land outside of the current village development limit be classified as having significant landscape value. Specifically, that which is within the vicinity of the Lower Derwent Valley flood plain; Pocklington Canal; Sutton Wood and land to the east of Main Street outside of the current development line.
iv) The Pensions Regulator – it is a new legal requirement for the Parish Council to provide its’ employees with a pension. The Clerk has informed councillors that she does not wish to take up this option.
v) Holiday Pay – the clerk is entitled to Holiday Pay which will be claimed next month. A new contract is also to be issued. Action GS, YE

vi) The Battle’s Over – A Nation’s Tribute and WWI Beacons of Light 

11th November 2018 – this national event will mark the centenary of the WWI

Armistice. The Parish Council have registered their intent to take part. The Clerk will
be the named contact. Councillors will liaise with the Village Hall Committee.
