Agenda Items
i) Sutton Bridge
Cllr Rogers has reported to the Parish Council that on the 6th October, whilst waiting at the traffic lights, she witnessed and unmarked Transit type van, with no flashing lights etc, stop mid carriageway just after having crossed the bridge from Elvington. A young man jumped out and ran back to the middle of the bridge where he proceeded to direct a very wide turf cutting vehicle slowly over the bridge with only mms to spare. The vehicle was so wide and long that it could not negotiate the turn on leaving the bridge without running over onto the footpath and knocking down all the flexible bollards. When the lights changed to green there was a stream of vehicles coming of the bridge behind the turf cutter and a queue building up on the Sutton side of the bridge. She was unable to see how the vehicle negotiated the corners near the church.
It is understood that this is a regular occurrence and that not only is it danger to other road users and potential pedestrians, it is a hazard to the bridge.
The Parish Council expressed their concern and have requested that the clerk write to Rolawn (the owners of the offending vehicle) to ask for their comments and procedures for escorting vehicles over the bridge. Action - YE

iii) Object to the loss of the payphone. If you wish to object you will need to provide
      evidence of local problems or reasons for retention eg. lack of mobile phone network

      coverage, need for the phone as an emergency point overlooking sea cliff, or

      accident black spot. Any case for retention should, if possible, be backed up by

      evidence of local support.
