                 018/16c  Children’s Playing Field Funding: -  As the new school term has begun the Clerk will 

                 contact Vicky Jude of ERYC with a view to working with the children to determine the type of
                 play equipment they would like to see installed and to liaise with Cllr Smith. Action – YE, ES
                 Cllr Stephenson has identified a possible source of funding. He aims to submit for the February 

                 2018 round of funding. Action – GS

     018/16b    Children’s Playing Field Maintenance –  The Annual Inspection Report has been 

                 received. None of the items are of high risk, with the majority being of low or very low risk and 

                 only minor work is needed. Cllr Smith will inspect the rubbish bin and replace missing bolt

                 covers. Action – ES
     018/16a   Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr Hobman reported that he is just awaiting responses to

     some of his queries and is relatively close to submitting something to ERYC. It will then be
     necessary to arrange another survey. He will then circulate to Parish Councillors for comment.

                 142/15d    Update on public footpaths: 

 
     Off-road footpaths – It is not possible to walk along the footpath from Browney Hill to Gravel Pit

                 because of nettles and briars which are at low level.
                 An unsatisfactory response has been received from Carter Jonas re the hedging from Browney
                 Hill to Gravel Pit. It was proposed that Cllr Rogers speak to them directly and explain that the

                 tenant is absent and that it is not the responsibility of the Parish Council to contact him.

                 Proposed: Cllr Stephenson Seconded: Cllr Hardcastle All in favour. Action – ER
                 The footpaths from Wynam Lane towards Pylon Corner have been cut by the farmer.

                 The tarmac on many of the paths is breaking up.
                 089/16   i) Road Safety 
                 Speeding – The SIDs which have been installed on Sandhill Lane seem to be having very

                  little effect. Residents are reporting that more than 50% of the vehicles are travelling in excess
                  of 45mph. There isn’t a footpath so it is dangerous for pedestrians.
                  Speeding is a perennial problem and there are similar issues at the southern end of the village.

                  Cllr Rogers explained to the meeting, the system of having the SIDs installed and that they are

                  only temporary.

                  It was suggested that individuals should write to Humberside Police and that a petition could be

                  set up.
                  Cllr Rogers reported an accident involving a car and a cyclist that occurred on  13th August at 
                  the C18 Robin Hill/Highfield Lane junction.
                  The white lines at the junction of Main Street and Sandhill Lane are very faint. The Clerk will

                  remind the Village Taskforce Team that this is an outstanding item on their schedule.

                  089/16 ii) Noticeboards – This is work in progress. Action BG, ES
                  029/17 i) Sutton upon Derwent Flood Committee – Cllr Rogers reported that the burst rising

                  main at the southern end of the village was ongoing. Originally thought to be a blocked

                  soakaway it is in fact sewage not surface water. Tankers were present throughout the night on 

                  Thursday 14th September, pumping out the tanks at the Pumping Station. 

                  It is necessary to replace the sewerage maps of the village as ERYC have lost their copies.

                  Yorkshire Water have some but they do not predate 1974.

                  Flooding in the village is related to sewerage and drainage and is not river related. 
                  It is noted that the Village Taskforce have cut the grass verge between the Church and Sutton 

                  Bridge. Yet again they have not done the stretch from the Fishermen’s car park to the bridge.
                  Nor have they swept the highway. The gutters are blocked by growing vegetation which is

                  preventing rainwater from draining away properly.
                  This is not on their scheduled and therefore not maintained.

                  There are still concerns over the Himalayan Balsam which has now spread to the field on the

                  opposite side of the road. Cllr Strangeway will re-approach ERYC about this. Action – AS.

i)  Use of Beacon Green – complaints have been received re disruption on 27th August. The Village Hall had been booked but the hirers then moved everything out onto the Green. The Parish Council had no knowledge of this intention. The complainant has been informed that there were robust systems in place for bookings. There are two notices at the Village Hall indicating that Beacon Green is a separate entity. Village Hall bookings do point out that use of the Green is not included. Letters outlining this will be written to the complainant and the hirer. Notices to this effect will also be put on the website. Action – YE, AH
                  ii) 
Sutton Bridge  - Suzie Mercer (Ward Councillor for Wheldrake and Elvington) and Cindy

                  Benton (Project Officer at City of York Council) wish to pursue the issue of a weight restriction 

                  on the bridge and have met informally with Cllrs Rogers and Stephenson and the Clerk to
                  request the Parish Council’s support. 
                  Mr Michael Ball of ERYC has inspected the stonework of the bridge after a tractor had bumped 

                  into it.  Any damage is superficial and has not affected the structure. 
                 iii)  Hagg Bridge – the Clerk has asked Mr Michael Ball to look at Hagg Bridge as it is not in a 

                 good condition. Cllr Strangeway has also requested a site visit. The ramp has dropped 

                 significantly. Plastic barriers have been put up where the broken railings are awaiting repair.                 
     iv) Crown Estate tree and hedge maintenance   - Cater Jonas are no longer responsible for 

     Cherry Tree Farm on Sandhill Lane and therefore dispute that the offending tree is their 

     responsibility. However, if the Parish Council could provide them with a map they will endeavour

     to determine ownership.
     v)  Annual Audit – the external auditors, PKF Littlejohn, have approved the Annual Accounts.

     These will now be posted onto the website and are available for viewing. Action – YE, AH

      vi) November 5th Fireworks Event – Cllr Stephenson will liaise with Messrs Peter Kirby and
      William Ward.

      Aldbrough Parish Council have contacted the Clerk expressing their concerns over the lack of

                  service they receive from ERYC Planning Dept. They are wanting other Parish Councils who 

                  have similar issues to join forces with them to address the situation. It was agreed that the Clerk 

                  should proffer the support of Sutton upon Derwent Parish Council.
                  A copy of the audited Village Hall accounts has been received.

      To conduct any other business by consent of the Chairman 
       Cllr Rogers reported on the Planning Committee meeting held on 5th September. She was

       alarmed at the general conduct of the meeting. The Committee Chairman did not declare an 

       interest and yet he gave information which was not included in the application and therefore not

       in the public domain at that time. He also made very biased comments. She also noted that it
       was stated in the discussions for the Herrington Park application that the existing 9 cabins
       have permanent status. On checking the 18 applications which have been submitted for this
       site, not  one has been for the changing of status from a temporary to a permanent structure.
       Cllr West and the Clerk are to approach the Planning Dept to enquire as to when permanent 
       status was awarded. Action KW, YE
       A second complaint on the consultation process has been received. It was noted that the ERYC

       Planning Officer issued a notification of her intention to recommend approval of the Herrington

       Park application two days before the end of the consultation period. It is known that the Parish 

       Council’s and other residents’ comments had not been received at that time. It is felt that proper 

       consideration should be given to Parish Council and public comments.
       Parish Councillors were informed quite categorically that:

      ‘a Planning Officer does not take any comments into account when making a recommendation. 
       Only the committee listens to objections. The recommendation is based on materials
       considerations and the law. An application will automatically go to committee if objections are 
       received’ 
       This statement was queried by Parish Councillors as they have always had to request that a 
       planning application go to committee and have indeed asked Ward Councillors to ‘call it in’. 
       Complaints have been received from residents re the lack of enforcement on the removal of 

       shipping containers, metal cabins and materials  from the Herrington Park site.
